YoHo gets new look for Yonkers Arts Weekend

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Huang said he's signed seven or eight new leases since the fire because of interest in the complex and its evolution into the Carpet Mills Arts District.
"We'll be leading the rest of the arts district to where it's meant to be," Huang said Monday.
