A number of his pieces feature what look to be random words or letters, but Romero said none of it is random and instead d
from a sobriety test in a small town bar he once frequented in Arizona. He said the poster used to hang behind the bar and «
an eye test but instead of standalone letters words were written on the page. The test was given by the bartenders when cu
seemed to be too drunk; they were forced to read the test to determine sobriety.

The words were never supposed to form a coherent sentence. If the customer found one, they were cut off.

“When you have a theme, do variations on that theme, do it as many times as you can in so many styles,” Romero said.

Several of the pieces on display in Gallery 505 depict rocks along the Rhode Island shore that Romero painted in different s
and formats.

Nina Velazquez, art director for the KRVC, handpicked both Romero and his artwork for the gallery’s latest July 11 opening.

“In a way, it was very easy to curate the show. There are paintings that are quite different but they all work together,” Velazc
said.

Romero paints every day and spends time with his wife, Mary Hardiman, his FM radio and a set of congas he plays when h
reaches an artistic block.

Romero’s artwork will be on display inside Gallery 505 through Sept. 6 on Fridays from 2 p.m. to 4 p.m. All other viewings
be scheduled by appointment in advance.
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
